o Paid opportunities for disadvantaged aspiring Clinical Psychologists to gain clinical
experience
o Mentoring opportunities for Aspiring Clinical Psychologists from ethnic minorities

Other initiatives supporting the delivery of the NHS Long Term Plan (LTP) and the
Psychological Professions Workforce Plan for England include:

o Pre-Clinical Training (Child and Adolescent Psychotherapy) - funding to support the
delivery of bursary schemes to improve the uptake of pre-clinical CAPT training by
financially disadvantaged applicants and in regions under-supplied with CAPT posts.

o Psychological Profession Networks Regional Leadership - continued funding for the
PPN Chair role(s) and new funding for Programme Management, shortly to be out for
advert for the London Region (watch this space)

o Family and Systemic Psychotherapy Training — run-through funding for courses
started in 2021

o CBT Top-up programme to support Clinical Psychologists seeking to gain BABCP
accreditation - funding to HEls delivering Clinical Psychology training to enable 200
clinical psychologists to gain BABCP accreditation

Clinical Neuropsychology Training -upskilling of HCPC registered practitioner
psychologists in neuropsychology is currently being scoped in the PPN regions.

workforce planning cycle.

e For the psychological professions, demand scoping will be managed by ICBs through the
METIP process.

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Clinical Neuropsychology Funding Offer 2022/23
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Briefing: Clinical Neuropsychology Funding Offer 2022-23 

This briefing is designed to provide an overview of the Clinical Neuropsychology Funding Offer for 2022-23. It aims to expand NHS-funded Clinical Neuropsychology Training to support the delivery of the NHS Long Term Plan ambitions and the Psychological Professions Workforce Plan for England.





[bookmark: Heading2]Clinical Neuropsychology Funding Offer

HEE will be investing additional funding from the 2022/23 Spending Review to support the expansion of the Clinical Neuropsychological workforce. This postgraduate training has not always been possible for service providers to fund from their local budgets, so additional national funding has been identified through the 2022/23 Spending Review to support this training. This will enable the upskilling of the practitioner psychology workforce to meet unmet need for specialist clinical neuropsychology. 



This additional funding will be:



· £72,000 nationally for eligible Psychologists to undertake a Postgraduate Diploma in Clinical Neuropsychology, completing the knowledge component required for entry onto the BPS Specialist Register of Clinical Neuropsychologists (SRCN)



· £74,850 nationally for eligible Psychologists who are looking to start, are part way through or have already completed knowledge and research component to undertake the practice dimension as part of BPS’s Qualification in Clinical Neuropsychology (QICN) programme, leading to eligibility for entry to the SRCN





[bookmark: Heading3]Postgraduate Diploma in Clinical Neuropsychology

This funding is available for 15 individuals nationally to complete a two-year part time Postgraduate Diploma in Clinical Neuropsychology at the University of Bristol. This programme aims to engage and inspire clinicians to enhance their skills in Clinical Neuropsychology and support the knowledge component required for entry on to the British Psychological Society’s (BPS) Specialist Register of Clinical Neuropsychologists. 



The diploma is accredited by the BPS Committee for Training in Clinical Psychology and delivers the adult knowledge component of the competency requirements for advanced clinical neuropsychology. Successful applicants will be expected to apply directly to the University of Bristol to undertake the Postgraduate Diploma starting from January 2023.



To note:

· funding will cover courses fees for the two years part time completion of the Postgraduate Diploma.

· applicants are expected to meet the course entry requirements to be eligible to access the funding.

· the programme is distanced based; in person attendance is encouraged at teaching weeks but is not mandatory.

· when advised they are successful in securing funding for the scheme, applicants will be expected to apply directly with the University of Bristol. 

· this funding does not cover the completion of the practice or research dimension required for eligibility to join the SRCN. If individuals wish to complete these dimensions in order to be eligible to join the SRCN, they would be expected to self-fund the additional dimensions or apply for any future HEE-funded opportunities should these be available in future years.

BPS QICN Practice Dimension

This funding is available for 15 individuals nationally to undertake the BPS’s Qualification in Clinical Neuropsychology (QICN). This funding will cover the full fees including enrolment and qualification fees to complete the practice dimension. Successful completion of the qualification will allow the applicant to join the BPS Specialist Register of Clinical Neuropsychologists (SCRN). Applicants will work towards the submission of a clinical portfolio for assessment that demonstrates the competencies required for successful completion of the practice dimension of the qualification.



To note:

· applicants must meet BPS’s eligibility criteria, including being able to demonstrate and evidence completion of, or exemption from, the knowledge and research dimensions for entry onto the SRCN.  

· this funding does not cover completion of the knowledge dimension as part of BPS’ QICN programme, nor does it cover any supervision costs.

· to be eligible for the funding, successful applicants must be in a position to enrol before April 2023. 

· applicants will be responsible for identifying and securing appropriate supervision in line with BPS course requirements.

· fees cover the whole time that applicants spend on the qualification; dependent on prior experience, candidates can complete in one year, but BPS allows a flexible approach for timescales of completion.

· applicants will be responsible for any resubmission or exam resit fees should these occur.
